The Seminar is open for graduate students and PhD candidates as young researchers from the fields of legal, economic, social or international studies from all over Europe. The language of the Seminar is English. 

Noted lecturers, experts and professors are going to help to discuss the legal, political, social and economic aspects of the EU accession and its relevancy in our region. In the morning sessions, we have lectures on thematic issues, and in the afternoon sessions we organize workshop opportunities with the active contribution of the participants. The Seminar will also include cultural events. The participants are kindly asked to make reports, materials in the panels listed below. We present certificates on the participation and lecturing.
We offer the following panels for lecturing:

1. The importance of the Maastricht Treaty; the amendments by the treaty of Amsterdam, Nice and Lisbon. The establishment of the pillar structure of the European Union and its impact.

2. The development of the protection of human rights in the EU since the Maastricht Treaty, with special reference to the Treaty of Lisbon. 

3. The Maastricht criteria (convergence criteria) – toward the European Economic and Monetary Union.

4. The Copenhagen criteria – with special regard to the stability of political and constitutional institutions guaranteeing democracy.

5. Transforming societies in Central and Eastern Europe in the last 20 years.

6. Case studies from member or candidating or neighbouring states.

Costs

Registration: FREE. 
Only the costs of traveling, accommodation and meals during the Seminar will be paid by the participants. 
We provide with assistance in arranging facilities in Győr. In that case, the staying costs for the whole seminar is 20 000 HUF (approx. 70 EUR), it shall be paid in Gyor at the Winter Seminar. (This includes accommodation in the Student Hostel of the University, and 2 meals per day, breakfast and lunch in a restaurant.)
We are providing the technical background, the handing-out of the received papers and the publication of the scientific results of our workshop sessions.
